Alan
led the USD (AT&L)’s support to operations in Iraq and Afghanistan.
He served as the DoD’s representative to the Committee on Foreign
Investment in the United States (CFIUS) between 2012 and 2016.

Alan was confirmed by the Senate as the Assistant Secretary of
Defense for Logistics and Materiel Readiness from August 2011
until October 2013.  As the first career federal official ever to hold
the position, he provided world-class military logistics support to the
men and women of the United States Armed Forces and managed a
budget of over $170 billion in logistics operations.
He has been repeatedly honored throughout his career, earning,
among numerous other plaudits, three Department of Defense
Distinguished Public Service Medals, two Presidential Rank Awards
(Meritorious  and Distinguished Executive), and the National Security
Service to America Medal.  Alan was presented with the National
Defense Industrial Association Logistician Emeritus Award and
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the National Defense Transportation Association Distinguished
Government Service Award.
